Respected Prime Minister, Union Home Minister,
Union Ministers present, Chief Ministers of different
States and Union Territories, Ministers from different
States and Union Territories, Senior Officials of
Government of India and various State Governments.

] would first like to thank the Hon’ble Prime
Minister and Hon’ble Union Home Minister for convening
this conference on Internal Security within six months of
the last conference, which indicates the seriousness on the
part of the Central Govt. to evolve an effective mechanism

to fight militancy and Terrorism.

The insurgency scenario of the State of Assam is
unique as is evident from the emerging situation arising
out of the hopes and aspirations of diverse ethnic, lingual

and religious sections of the society. Again, the
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topography of Assam with hilly terrains and deep jungles
in the bordering areas of Bhutan, Arunachal Pradesh,
Nagaland, Meghalaya & Mizoram and the vast riverine
island of the world called Majuli has facilitated the growth
of insurgency because of lack of development of the
remote bordering arcas as well as char-chaparis (islands)
of the rivers. Of course, I must thank the Governments of
the neighbouring States for the help and cooperation that
we have been receiving from them in tackling the problem

of terrorism and insurgency.

There has been perceptible improvement in the
law and order situation in my state in the year 2009
particularly in the 2™ half. The violence profile of the
militant outfits has shown a decreasing trend. The number
of civilians killed by the militant outfits has come down
compared to the previous year. The slight increase in total
number of insurgency related violent incidents during the
year may be attributed to the quantum jump in the numbers
of encounters between security forces and the militants.
